From the Pastor s Desk:

“Moving Ahead in the Fall”

How would you describe your movements today? Are you in retreat? Retrenching?
Digging Deeper? Moving backwards? Are you at a standstill? In neutral? Coasting?

Or, are you moving ahead? Are you actively making plans and setting goals to move
yourself upward and forward?

The kind of faith that God promises to bless is faith that is expressed in dynamic action.
Meditation must be translated into creative activity. Creative fantasizing must be trans-
formed into muscle movements.

The actions may be small, but they must be forward movements. There’s an old saying
that applies: “Inch by inch, anything’s a cinch.” Practice some of these small movements.
Say aloud:

e “I must pick up the telephone.”

“I must reach for the pen to write a thank-you letter.
“I must do something to move myself forward.”

“I must study for a while.”

“] must make contacts with people so they know.”
“I must sell my ideas, and I must sell myself.”

You cannot simply wait quietly and piously for God to drop miracles out of a cloud.
What is the biggest problem that you face today? What can you do about it today?

Try to answer these questions and get to work. Start by doing the toughest job first. By
the time the day is finished, you’ll be able to look back and know that you have made pro-
gress.
