Your prayer shawl is in the mail.  Men and Women’s are pretty much the same.  Men usually prefer a lap robe or a shorter shawl.  There is no charge.  They come to you with our prayers for peace for the receiver.  The people (men & women) of our congregation make them for people who especially need to feel God’s love and care.  

Because this is a spiritual practice, before we begin each piece, a blessing or a prayer is offered for the person it is intended, dedicating the work of your hands to the love of God for the intentions of the receiver.  We continue praying for that person until the shawl is complete.

We then take the shawl to our church.  During a worship service, the shawl is given a final blessing before it is passed on to the person for whom it is intended.
